All exterior elements, including, but not limited to walls, overhangs, garage doors, fences, fascias, ect., shall be free from exposed
wood (e.g. minimum 4" stucco protection). (A+B, and C where abuts wildlands)

Exception: Entry doors, windows, and door and window jambs.

2. Vinyl window frame assemblies shall be prohibited, except when they have the following characteristics:

Frames and sash are comprised of vinyl material with welded corners;

Metal reinforcement is the interlock area;

Glazed with insulated glass or tempered;

Frame and sash profiles are certified in AAMA Lineal Certification Program (verified with either an AAMA
Certified Products Directory); and

Certified and labeled to ANSIA/AAMA/NWWDA 101/1.8.2-97 for structural requirements.

Except when needed to meet the requirements of the California Energy Code at Title 24, Part 8 of the California Code

regulations.

B. All glazing shall be double-paned and meet California Building Code requirements. (A+B+C)

C. No attic vent shall be placed facing the foothills/wildland. (A+B, and C where abuts wildlands) All vents shall be covered with 4 inch
mesh corrosion-resistant metal screen or the approved material that offers equivalent protection.

D. Roof mounted turbine vents shall not be permitted. (A+B+C)
E. All roof coverings shall be of non-wood materials with at least a Class A or B fire retardant rating. {A+B+C)

F. The open ends of high-profile tile roofs shall he capped with non-ignitable material to prevent birds' nests or other combustible material
from accumulating. (A+B+C)

G. All new residential structures (exccept those rebuilt due to damage or destruction from any one common fire or other catastrophe) shall
be provided with automatic fire sprinklers. If the floor area of an existing dwelling is increased more than 60%, the enti
be retrofitted to meet this requirement. The design and installation shall be approved by the City Fire Department. (A+B, and C where
abuts wildlands) (Ord. MC-260, 3-4-36)

H. Insulation. Paper-faced insulation shall be prohibited in attics or ventilated spaces.

Zone A - Setback Zone

The purpose of the setback zone is to provide a defensible space for fire suppression forces and
to protect structures from radiant heat and convective heat. No combustible construction shall be
allowed within the 10 to 20-foot setback zone (Zone A).  In no case shall the A Zone be less than
10 feet minimum . This zone is to be located on a level graded area at the top or base of slope and
shall be between Zone B and the structure. If the Zone is located within the lot containing the
structure, it shall be the most distal 20 feet of the lot. If the Zone is outside of the Iot containing the
protected structure, it shall begin immediately outside the lot line and may incorporate trails,
roadways and cther flat, non-combustible areas that create defensible space for fire crews
between the protected structure and Zone B.

Zone A - Specific Requirements

A. Automatic irrigation systems to maintain healthy vegetation with high moisture content.

B. Irrigation maintained outside the drip line of native oak trees.

C. Pruning of foliage to reduce fuel load, vertical continuity, and removal of plant litter and dead
wood.

D. Complete removal of fire prone plant species, minimal allowance for retention of selected
native vegetation.

E. Plants in this zone shall be highly fire resistant and selected from the Fuel Modification Zone
Plant List for the setback zone and given geological area.

F. Tree species are not allowed within 10 feet of combustible structures (measured from the
edge of a full growth crown).

. Special consideration should be given for rare and endangered species, geoclogic hazards,
tree ordinances, or other conflicting restrictions.

H. Maintenance including ongoing removal and/or thinning of undesirable combustible
vegetation, replacement of dead/dying fire resistant planting, maintenance of the operations
integrity and programming of the irrigation system, regular timming to prevent ladder fuels.

Zone B - Irrigated Zone

This portion of fuel modification consists of irrigated landscaping. The plans must delineate
that portion of the fuel modification area that will be permanently irrigated. Plant material
selection, irrigation system design, and the landscape maintenance management plan shall
sensitively address water conservation practices and include methods of erosion control to
protect against slope failure. All irrigation shall be kept a minimum of 20 feet from the

drip line of any existing native Quercus (oak) species. These irrigated zones are a
minimum of 50 feet in width and may be increased as conditions warrant. Zone B shall

be cleared of all undesirable plant species, irrigated, and planted with plants from the
approved SBFD Plant List. Exceptions to save desirable species may be submitted for
approval by the Fire chief on a site-specific basis. As in Zone A, combustible

construction is not allowed in Zone B.

Zone B - Specific Requirements

A. Groundcover shall be maintained at a height not to exceed 18 inches.

B. In order to maintain proper coverage, native grasses, shall be allowed to go to seed.
Native grasses shall be cut after annual seeding. Cut height shall not exceed 8 inches.

C. lrrigation shall be designed to supplement native vegetation, and establish and maintain
planted natives and ornamentals.

D. Any plants selected for planting in this zone shall be selected from the approved plant
list for irrigated zones for a given geographical area for all fuel modification zones.

E. Planting will be in accordance with planting guidelines and spacing standards established
in this guideline.

F. In Zones B sensitive and/or protected species shall be identified on the fuel
modification plans and tagged in the field for further disposition.

G. Trees and tree-form shrub pruning and spacing will be in conformance. Tree form
shrubs are defined as shrubs that do naturally exceed 4 feet in height.

H. Tree-form shrubs under 4' in height and other shrubs shall be spaced such that they
do not create an excessive fuel mass and can be maintained in accordance with specified
spacing as indicated on the plan.

|. Special consideration should be given for rare and endangered species, geclogical hazards,
tree submitted for project approval, upon further review.

J. Removal of undesirable plant species.

Zone C - Thinning Zone - Non-Irrigated

Zone C is 40 to 50 feet in width and requires 50% thinning with removal of all dead and dying
vegetation and undesirable species. Thinning zones are utilized to reduce the fuel load of a wildland
area adjacent to urban developments, thereby reducing the radiant and convective heat of wildland
fires. Thinning zones are located adjacent to the irrigated zone and can extend 100 feet or more into
wildland areas. The percentage of vegetation to be removed is determined by many factors,
including topography, exposure, and vegetation type and density. All dead and dying vegetation
shall also be removed from the thinning zones. Additionally, undesirable plant species shall be
removed from the thinning zones due to their susceptibility to wildland fire.

Zone C - Specific Requirements

A. Removal of all dead and dying vegetation, all fine fuels reduced to a maximum of 8-12 inches in
height.

B. In order to maintain proper coverage, native grasses shall be allowed to go to seed. Native
grasses shall be cut after annual seeding. cut heights shall not exceed 8 inches.

C. Any plants selected for planting in this zone will be chosen from the approved plant list for the
setback, irrigated, or thinning zone for a given geographical area.

D. Special consideration will be given for rare and endangered species, geological hazards, tree
ordinances, or other conflicting restrictions as identified in the envircnmental documents
submitted for project approval review.

E. Reduce fuel loading by reducing the fuel in each remaining shrub or tree without substantial
decrease in the canopy cover or removal of tree holding root systems.

F. In Zones B and C, sensitive and/or protected plant species shall be identified on the fuel
modification plans and tagged in the field for further disposition.

G. Trees and tree-form shrub pruning and spacing will be in conformance. Tree form shrubs are
defined as shrubs that do not naturally exceed 4 feet in height.

H. Tree-form shrubs under 4'in height and cther shrubs shall be spaced such that they do not
create an excessive fuel mass and can be maintained in accordance with with specified spacing
as indicated on the plan.

I. Maintain sufficient cover to prevent erosion without requiring planting.

Prior to Building Permit Issuance: The developer shall complete that portion of the
approved fuel modification plan determined to be necessary by the SBFD prior to the
introduction of any combustible materials into the area. This generally involves removal
and thinning of plant materials indicated on the approved plan.

Prior to Issuance of Certificate of Occupancy: The fuel medification must be installed,
completed, and inspected. This includes physical installation of features identified in the
approved precise fuel modification plan (including, but not limited to, plant establishment,
thinning, irrigation, zone markers, access easements, etc.). An SBFD Fire Inspector will
provide written approval of completion at the time of this final inspection.
