During this detail officers contacted 114 motorists, 13 bicyclists, and 42 pedestrians. 122
citations were issued for misc. traffic violations in all, with 10 to bicyclists, and 39 to
pedestrians. 2 people were arrested, 1 for warrants and 1 for possession of illegal narcotics. 20
citations were issued to people driving unlicensed or on a suspended/revoked license. 1 stolen
vehicle was recovered, and 26 vehicles were impounded with 11 of those on 30-day holds.

This program was part of San Bernardino Police Department’s ongoing efforts to reduce the
number of persons killed and injured in traffic collisions.
