Amnesty for Overdue Fines at the San Bernardino Public Library

Patrons wanting to return materials to Feldheym and the Rowe, Inghram or Villasefior branches are asked to
return materials directly to the library staff when the libraries are open, so staff can determine whether the
materials are in acceptable condition to waive the charges from the patron’s accounts. Fines will not be
waived for items returned in library bookdrops.
